( Hiking stick

( Books (tree/bird identification)

( Camera, film, & extra batteries
( Binoculars

( Compass

( Pocket knife with locking blade – Only Cub Scouts who have earned their whittling chip and are supervised by a parent are allowed to have knives.

( Dry sleep clothes (you will stay warmer)

( Extra socks, shoes, underwear

( Rain gear – poncho recommended

( Flip flops (for shower)

( Toothbrush & toothpaste

( Toilet paper 

( Bath soap & shampoo
( Towels & washcloth

( Baby wipes

( Prescription medications

( Sweatshirt and/or jacket

( Gloves (cold weather)
( Chemical hand warmers (cold weather)
Meals:
( Snacks, beverages

( Ice chest or cooler w/ ice

( Bottled water

( Mess kit, utensils, cup

( Paper towels, napkins

( Coffee mugs

( Long fork or hangers for roasting marshmallows

Miscellaneous Items:
( Glow sticks

( Ziploc bags (extra large size is great in wet weather)

( Rope or bungee cords

( Carabiner clips

( Garbage bags (great for wet campouts and “Leave No Trace”)

( Notebook & pen
